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· The JPG is on the left, the BMP on the right. Each one is zoomed in at 300 percent (in the Flash player).

· Each image was adjusted in Flash to a Quality setting of 40 percent.

· The differences are quite subtle, and if you’re not a photojournalist, you may not be concerned about them.

· The SWF is 19 KB in each case.

Photoshop notes: As for the photo, it was not reduced in size from the original (2272 x 1704) but rather this detail was cropped from that original. A small adjustment of levels was applied, a small amount of contrast boosted, and the Sharpen Edges filter. It was saved first as a BMP (24 bit). Then that BMP was saved-for-Web as a JPG, Quality: 60 and Blur 0.2.
